Doctor Edward Babak (1873-1926) scientist and mentor, internationally renowned explorer of the
physiology of breathing®, one of precious presidents gifts to Moravia, founder of Medical Faculty
Masaryk University Brno, made a speech "Introduction into the Study of Medicine", representing
first lecture of the Faculty in November 12, 1919. Adequate understanding of physiological function
in human requires fluent knowledge from at least differenciated organisms, he emphasized. His
work typified wide-ranging inspiration up to now. This personality represents a brilliant example of
T. G. Masaryk concept of researcher mastered clear moral standpoint and way out from a shambolic
whirl of biger and smaller ideas.

Who is scientist?

He/she is human being without oneself overestimation, isolationless, does not look down at the
other. They are not satisfied by the erudition and versatility. They yearn the truth. They know that
pure science is modest. They know that every research work is a research collaboration.
Contemporary remain a symbol of resilience, and in the case of need of intransigence. Let us aptly
depict this human and scientific relief of colleague Babdk fulfilling it at Ais faculty exactly.
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
